1.)
Inform the reader of some of the New Testament verses which command Christians to submit to earthly authority.
Summary Discussion:
Matt. 22:21, Matt. 17:24-27, Rom. 13:1, Tit. 3:1 and I Pet. 2:13-15.

Inform the reader as to who “Caesar” is in American government.
Summary Discussion:
In American government, “We the People” constitute “Caesar”.

Inform the reader of an example from the Book of Daniel as to how it is that one can be king, yet still be subject to the law of the realm.
Summary Discussion:
King Darius of Persia was forced by the law of the realm to throw Daniel into the lions’ den, though he did not want to do so. (Dan. 6:4-8)

Inform the reader as to how the Scriptural admonitions to submit to those in authority would have applied to King Agrippa and to Caesar Nero if they had become Christians.
Summary Discussion:
Even though King Agrippa and Caesar Nero would still have had dominion over their respective realms if they had become Christians, they would have to have performed the duties of their offices in a manner which would constitute the giving of obedient service to their respective realms.

Inform the reader of the two main things Christians should know about their dual role in government.
Summary Discussion:
Every American Christian who can vote shares in the duties of being Caesar, and also has the duty of submitting to the system of government which we have, both in terms of obeying the laws, etc., and in terms of submitting to our form of government by giving good service to our country in our role of being part of Caesar.

Inform the reader of what Patrick Henry said about his duty to speak out in support and defense of his country.
Summary Discussion:
Patrick Henry said, “Should I keep back my opinions at such a time, through fear of giving offense, I should consider myself as guilty of treason towards my country, and of an act of disloyalty toward the Majesty of Heaven, which I revere above all earthly kings.”

Inform the reader of how giving over to our government our role as the true source of government authority would compare to the ministers of a king’s government telling him that from now on, they were running the realm, not him, and what our responsibility would be if we did such a thing.
Summary Discussion:
Giving over to our government our role as the true source of government authority would be as foolish as a king would be in believing his ministers of government if they were to tell him one day that from that moment on, they were in charge of the realm, not him; and if in fact we were to do so we would be just as responsible before God for the subsequent deterioration of the government as the foolish king would be if he were to believe his deceitful ministers of government.

Inform the reader of what Revolutionary War pamphleteer Thomas Paine said about fathers who would prefer to have peace in their day rather than face up to the fact that eventually, someone would have to stand up to oppressive government.
Summary Discussion:
Thomas Paine said that it would be a shameful thing for a man to prefer peace in his day rather than to make a confrontation with government that would eventually have to come some day anyway, because that would mean that the man would be getting peace in his day at the expense of his children, when he should be taking on the task of making the confrontation now so that his children can have peace later on.

Inform the reader of what the obvious and more subtle forms of submission to government are which the Christian should engage in.
Summary Discussion:
The obvious form of personal submission lies in paying your taxes, etc. The more subtle form of personal submission lies in giving good service to the country by faithfully fulfilling the duties of your office of being part of that which constitutes Caesar.
